 In Phnom Penh, Cambodia on April 27, 2011 2:30PM at the Meeting Hall of GDCE, a Bilateral 

Meeting between the General Department of Customs and Excise of Cambodia, headed by  

H.E. Dr. Pen Siman, Delegate of the Royal Government in charge of the General Department of 

Customs and Excise of Cambodia, and the General Department of Vietnam Customs, headed by  

Dr. Nguyen Ngoc Tuc, Director General of the General Department of Vietnam Customs, has been 

held to enhance cooperation in Customs matters especially trade facilitation. This meeting is a part 

of the official 5-day visit of the delegations of Vietnam Customs (26 to 29th April, 2011) to Kingdom of 

Cambodia as well as the General Department of Customs and Excise of Cambodia.  

 After each side raised about the recent developments and achievments and considering the 

on-going increase in trade volume between Cambodia and Vietnam, the both sides agreed as the 

following: 

1. Pledged to continue to enhance the effective implementation of the MOU between the two 

customs authorities signed on January 15th 2007 in Hanoi and further enhance their 

cooperative relationship for the benefit of both sides; 

2. Will broaden the area of mutual administrative assistance, simplify the procedure and 

improve the mutual assistance more effectively. Specially, the two Sides will continue to 

cooperate effectively in preventing and dealing with smuggling, commercial frauds, narcotics, 

drugs, weapons, and other illegal goods trafficking across the border. They shall continue to 

improve the mechanism to provide each other with useful information on these illegal 

activities in order to take timely appropriate action against them. 

3. To further exchange information on trade statistics, customs techniques, as well as 

significant changes in customs legislations and customs procedures of the two Sides; 

4. To cooperate and support each other in the multilateral customs forum such as ASEAN, 

GMS, WCO, APEC, ASEM, and WTO; 

5. Pledged to further promote the implementation of the Arrangement for Initial Implementation 

of Single Stop Inspection at Bavet, The Kingdom of Cambodia and Moc Bai, The Socialist 

Republic of Vietnam, by and between the General Department of Customs Excise of 

Cambodia and the General Department of Vietnam Customs; 

6. Pledged to cooperate with each other to further simplify customs procedures such as 

pushing the process of concluding Tri-lateral Agreement on Cross-Border Transportation 

among Cambodia-Laos-Vietnam in the Developing Triangle Area; 

The meeting finished ot 05:00 PM on the same day with workable happy and friendly’s 

atmosphere.
